Anarchitecte, le
jeudi 6 octobre des 17h00 a la Fonderie Darling, ̂  Montreal. Realisee par la Societe des arts indisciplines (SAI), sousle commissariat de Sarah Lombardi et Valerie Rousseau, cette exposition presente le travail singulier de I'artiste
autodidacte quebecois Richard Greaves.

Depuis 1989, Richard Greaves se consacre a 1 elaboration d'un vaste environnement architectural situe en foret enBeauce (Quebec), sur un terrain acquis avec des amis dans les ann̂es quatre-vingt, et ou il a elu domicile. L'oeuvre,
en constante expansion, est compose de sculptures faites d'une multitude d'objets glanes au rebut, et de constructions- une vingtaine de cabanes et d abris - r6alis6es k partir de granges abandonn̂es qu'il a demembrees et rapatriees sur
son site. Celebrant I'absence d'angles droits et les principes d'asymetrie, les « anarchitectures » erigees par Richard
Greaves semblent au bord de reffondrement, defiant les lois de la pesanteur.

A 1 occasion de cette exposition, Richard Greaves investit exceptionnellement I'espace de la Fonderie Darling avec
une installation realisee in situ dans Tesprit des assemblages qui parsement son terrain. Afin de rendre compte de
1 reuvre monumental et complexe qu'il a 6rige hors-les-murs, I'exposition pr6sente en parallele pres de soixante
photographies medites de grande dimension du Suisse Mario del Curto. Photographiant depuis plus de vingt ans ̂travers le monde les auteurs d'art brut et leurs creations, Mario del Curto rend compte, a travers ses prises de vue, du
sentiment d'etrangete et de des6quilibre 6prouv6 au contact des constructions de Richard Greaves. L'exposition
propose egalement deux films cr66s pour Toccasion, consacr̂ s i !'environnement architectural de Richard Greaves •1 un de Bruno Decharme (ABCD, Paris), I'autre de Philippe Lespinasse (Ali Baba et les quarante voleurs
productions, Bordeaux).

Raymond Montpetit, President of the Societe des arts indisciplines (SAI), and Caroline Andrieux, Art Director of the
Darling Foundry, cordially invite you to the opening of the exhibition, Richard Greaves. Anarchitect̂  to be held
beginning at 5PM on Thursday, October 6 at the Darling Foundry in Montreal. Put together by the Societe des arts
indisciplines (SAI), and curated by Sarah Lombardi and Valerie Rousseau, the show presents the unique and
remarkable work of self-taught Quebec artist Richard Greaves.

Since 1989, Greaves has dedicated himself to the development of a vast architectural environment, located
within a forest in the Beauce region of Quebec, on a piece of land bought along with friends in the 1980s, on which
he now resides. The work, which is in continuous expansion, is composed of a series of sculptures put together from
a multitude of objects salvaged from the scrap heap, as well as constructions - some twenty-odd shacks and shelters
- derived from abandoned bams Greaves disassembles and brings back to his site. Revelling in the principles of
assymetry and in the absence of right angles, always seemingly on the point of imminent collapse, Greaves'
anarchitectural" constructions stand in open defiance of the laws of gravity and physics.

Expressly for this exhibition, and contrary to his general practice. Greaves has built an installation within
the gallery space, in the same spirit as the constructions scattered throughout his property. To testify to the
fascination of these complex and monumental works, the show will also be presenting a series of almost sixty never-
before seen large-sized photographs by Mario del Curto of Switzerland, who for over twenty years has been
travelling the world, photographing the makers of "Art Brut" and their creations. His pictures well evoke the queer
and unsettling sensations experienced when in first-hand contact with Greaves' constructions. Also presented are two
specially created films dealing with Greaves' architectural environments, one by Bruno Dechanne (ABCD, Paris),
the other by Philippe Lespinasse (AH Baba et les quarante voleurs productions, Bordeaux). Furthermore, here will be
an audio space designed by Stephane Mercier utilising sounds gathered on Greaves' site, thus adding an auditory
dimension to the visitors' experience of his work. In the same spirit, at the vemissage, Mercier will be giving an
audio performance highlighting the musicality of Greaves' architectural constructions.

Anarchitect will then move on to the Andrew Edlin
Gallery in New York (January 19 - March 11, 2006), to the Art Brut Collection in Lausanne, Switzerland (October 5,2006 - January 28,2007)
and to the Pulperie de Chicoutimi in Chicoutimi, Canada (May 19-October 14,2007).
